Budgetary Information: The original contract price was $30,163 which included a $4,000 allowance for the decking
repair as needed. The final contract cost including the deduct change order in the amount of $440.05 is $29,722.95, of
which $21,616 will be paid with the money received from the city’s insurance carrier and the remaining $8,106.95 will
be paid with funds from the golf course operating budget.

SUBJECT: Commission Agenda Item — Request for VVacation of a Portion of
Second Street in the Vicinity of Cedar Fair’s dormitory buildings at
the south west corner of the intersection of First Street and Cedar
Point Drive by Cedar Fair and Magnum Management.

Item for Consideration: Petition for vacation of a portion of Second Street located east
of the Austin Street right-of-way and adjacent to Lots #587, 588, 589, 590, 591, 592, 593,
579, 578, 577, 576, 575, and 574 Second Street (see survey attached to proposed
legislation).

Purpose: Allow for the vacation of a portion of Second Street which is surrounded by
property all owned by the same owner. The owner plans to construct a soccer field on the
vacant land immediately to the north of the portion of the Second Street right-of-way
proposed for vacation. This field would be utilized by Cedar Point employees living in
the adjacent dormitories.

Background Information: Cedar Fair and Magnum Management (an entity of Cedar
Fair) are petitioning for the vacation of a portion of Second Street located east of the
Austin Street right-of-way and adjacent to Lots #587, 588, 589, 590, 591, 592, 593, 579,
578, 577,576, 575, and 574 Second Street (see survey attached to proposed legislation).
The applicant owns all of these adjacent lots and the parcels immediately to the east. The
aerial photograph below highlights in red the location of the subject right-of-way. Staff
notes that the Second Street right-of-way to east of the subject vacation request was
already vacated by the City in 1994 (Ordinance No. 94-108).




Below is a section from the City’s water and sewer utility map which covers the subject
right-of-way and the neighborhood surrounding it. It is noted that there is an 18 inch
sanitary sewer line and a 6 inch water line under the subject right-of-way.

The subject right-of-way and the adjacent lots to the north are currently vacant. The lots
to the south contain a Cedar Point employee dormitory building. Below is a picture of
the subject portion of Second Street. The grassed portion of this picture is the right-of-
way proposed for vacation.



Planning staff had no objection to the Sandusky City Planning Commission
recommending approval to the City Commission of the requested vacation. The City
Engineer has reviewed the vacation petition and has indicated that he has no objection to
the vacation request. However, an easement on the entire portion of right-of-way to be
vacated must be granted to the City for access to water and sewer lines and the sanitary
sewer manhole and fire hydrant on the subject property. This easement should be noted
on the survey plat.

The Police, Fire, and Building Departments have reviewed the vacation request and have
noted that they have no objection to the approval of the vacation request.

The Sandusky Planning Commission considered this vacation request at its meeting on
March 28, 2012 and resolved unanimously to recommend to the City Commission that
this request be approved.

Action Requested: Approval of the requested right-of-way vacation for a portion of
Second Street, located east of the Austin Street right-of-way and adjacent to Lots #587,
588, 589, 590, 591, 592, 593, 579, 578, 577, 576, 575, and 574 Second Street. It is
requested that the vacation be approved in accordance with Section 13 of the City Charter
as the right-of-way is no longer of public value.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE VACATING A PORTION OF SECOND STREET LOCATED EAST OF
THE AUSTIN STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY AND ADJACENT TO LOT NUMBERS 587,
588, 589, 590, 591, 592, 593, 579, 578, 577, 576, 575 AND 574 SECOND STREET,
WITHIN THE CITY, AS SET FORTH ON THE VACATION PLAT, A COPY OF WHICH IS
MARKED EXHIBIT “A-2", ATTACHED TO THIS ORDINANCE AND INCORPORATED
HEREIN; AND DECLARING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE EFFECT UNDER
SUSPENSION OF THE RULES AS CONTAINED IN AND IN ACCORDANCE WITH
SECTION 13 OF THE CITY CHARTER.

WHEREAS, Section 723.04 of the Ohio Revised Code provides for statutory
proceedings to vacate a street, alley, or portion thereof by the legislative authority upon
petition by a person owning a lot in the immediate vicinity of the street or alley; and

WHEREAS, the petitioner, Cedar Fair, L.P. and Magnum Management
Corporation (an entity of Cedar Fair, L.P.), as the only abutting property owner, is
consenting to and signed the Petition for Vacation which dispensed with the notice
requirement contained in Section 723.06 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, the City’'s Department of Planning, Engineering and Development,
Police Department and Fire Department have reviewed the petition for vacation and do
not object; and

WHEREAS, the Sandusky Planning Commission considered this vacation request
at its March 28, 2012, meeting and resolved unanimously to recommend approval of the
requested vacation; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the requirements of Section 723.04 of the Ohio Revised
Code, the Sandusky City Commission held a public hearing at its June 11, 2012, regularly
scheduled meeting to consider the Planning Commission's recommendation for approval
pursuant to Section 713.02 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, this City Commission finds that there is good cause for such vacation
as prayed for and that such vacation will not be detrimental to the general interest and is
conducive to the general interests of the public and the area is no longer needed for any
municipal purpose, and that it should be made; and

WHEREAS, in that it is deemed necessary in order to provide for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, property, health and safety of the City of Sandusky,
Ohio, and its citizens, and to provide for the efficient daily operation of Municipal
Departments of the City of Sandusky, that this vacation be made; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF SANDUSKY, OHIO,
THAT:

Section 1. The portion of Second Street located east of the Austin Street right-of-
way labeled as described on the vacation plat, with a total area of approximately 10,000
square feet (0.2296 acre) as provided in the following legal description:

Situated in the State of Ohio, County of Erie, City of Sandusky, Ward 2,
Outlot 27 and being a part of Second Street (50 feet in width) as platted and
denoted in the plat of the Sandusky Businessmen's Association Lockwood
Subdivision, P.V. 6, Pg. 37-38, also being all that part of Second Street
lying between lots 588 through 592 inclusive and 575 through 579 inclusive
in said Subdivision, all references herein to the records of the Erie County
Recorder, and being more particularly described as follows:

Beginning, for reference, at a 1" iron rod in a monument box found at the
intersection of centerlines of Austin Street (50 feet in width) and Second
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Street; thence, S 78°00'00" E with the centerline of Second Street, a
distance of 184.60 feet to a 5/8" iron rod set and the TRUE POINT OF
BEGINNING for this description;

Thence, S 12°00'00" W, a distance of 25.00 feet to a point referenced by a

1" iron rod found 0.28 feet north and 0.12 feet east in the south right of way

line of Second Street, the same being the northeast corner of lands of

Syvoid Jr. and Darlin Sparks, O.R. 268, Pg. 360;

Thence, S 78°00'00" E with said south line of Second Street and Lots 579,

578, 577, 576 and 575 in lands of Cedar Fair LP, RN 200608770, a

distance of 200.00 feet to a point referenced by a ¥2" iron rod found 0.14

feet north;

Thence, N 12°00'00" E with the west line of lands of Cedar Fair LP, as

vacated by Ordinance No. 94-108, dated September 16, 1994, a distance

of 50.00 feet to a 5/8" iron rod set;

Thence, N 78°00'00" W with the north right of way line of Second Street

and Lots 592, 591 and 590 in lands of Cedar Fair LP, RN 200608770 and

Lots 589 and 588 in Magnum Management Corp., RN 200608764, a

distance of 200.00 feet to a point referenced by a 1" iron rod found 0.28 feet

south and 0.14 feet west at the southeast corner of lands of Cedar Fair LP,

RN 200608770 (Lot 587);

Thence, S 12°00'00" W, a distance of 25.00 feet to the point of beginning,

containing 0.2296 acres (10,000 S.F.) of land, more or less, subject to any

underlying utility rights, easements and restrictions of record.

This description was prepared by Alexander B. Etchill, P.S. No 8512 from a

survey conducted in November, 2011. Bearings herein are based upon an

assumed bearing of S 78°00'00" E for the centerline of Second Street.
And as more fully described in the legal description and vacation plat marked Exhibits
“A-1" and "A-2", attached to this Ordinance and specifically incorporated herein, be and
the same are hereby vacated pursuant to the Ohio Revised Code, Section 723.08 and is
a revocation of the acceptance thereof by this City Commission.

Section 2. The said vacation be and hereby is subject to the permanent
easements for public utility purposes in such vacated premises as set forth in Section
723.041 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Section 3. The Clerk of the City Commission be instructed to endorse upon the
plat, the City Commission action in vacating such portion of the street and to cause said
plat to be recorded in the office of the Erie County Recorder and to notify the Auditor of
Erie County of such vacation, by sending him a copy of this Ordinance.

Section 4. If any section, phrase, sentence, or portion of this Ordinance is for any

reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such portion
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shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and such holding shall
not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.

Section 5. This City Commission finds and determines that all formal actions of
this City Commission concerning and relating to the passage of this Ordinance were
taken in an open meeting of this City Commission and that all deliberations of this City
Commission and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions were in
meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 6. That for the reasons set forth in the preamble hereto, this Ordinance
shall take effect under suspension of the rules as contained in and in accordance with
Section 13 of the City Charter after its adoption and due authentication by the President

and the Clerk of The City Commission.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE CITY MANAGER TO
APPROVE THE FIRST & FINAL CHANGE ORDER FOR WORK PERFORMED BY
FEICK CONTRACTORS, INC., OF SANDUSKY, OHIO, FOR THE MILLS CREEK
GOLF COURSE CLUB HOUSE ROOF REPAIR PROJECT AND TO DEDUCT THE
CONTRACT AMOUNT BY $440.05 IN RELATION THERETO; AND DECLARING
THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE IMMEDIATE EFFECT IN ACCORDANCE
WITH SECTION 14 OF THE CITY CHARTER.

WHEREAS, this City Commission declared the necessity to proceed with the
proposed Mills Creek Golf Course Club House Roof Repair Project by the passage of
Resolution No. 031-11R, passed on August 22, 2011; and

WHEREAS, this City Commission approved the awarding of the contract to Feick
Contractors, Inc. of Sandusky, Ohio, for work being performed for the Mills Creek Golf
Course Club House Roof Repair Project by Ordinance No. 12-018, passed on February
27,2012; and

WHEREAS, this First & Final Change Order reflects the actual time and material
for decking repair work performed by contractor; and

WHEREAS, the original contract with Feick Contractors, Inc. was $30,163.00
and with the deduction of this First & Final Change Order in the amount of $440.05, the
final contract cost is $29,722.95 of which $21,616.00 will be paid with funds received
from the City's insurance carrier and the remaining balance of $8,106.95 will be paid
with funds from the Golf Course's Operating Budget; and

WHEREAS, this Ordinance should be passed as an emergency measure under
suspension of the rules in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter so this
completed project may be closed out; and

WHEREAS, in that it is deemed necessary in order to provide for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, property, health, and safety of the City of Sandusky,
Ohio, and its citizens, and to provide for the efficient daily operation of the Municipal
Departments, including the Department of Engineering of the City of Sandusky, Ohio,
the City Commission of the City of Sandusky, Ohio finds that an emergency exists
regarding the aforesaid, and that it is advisable that this Ordinance be declared an
emergency measure which will take immediate effect in accordance with Section 14 of
the City Charter upon its adoption; and NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF SANDUSKY, OHIO,
THAT:

Section 1. The City Manager is hereby authorized and directed to approve this
First & Final Change Order for work performed for the Mills Creek Golf Course Club
House Roof Repair Project and to deduct from the contract amount the sum of Four
Hundred Forty and 05/100 Dollars ($440.05) resulting in the final contract cost of
Twenty Nine Thousand Seven Hundred Twenty Two and 95/100 Dollars ($29,722.05)
with Feick Contractors, Inc., of Sandusky, Ohio.

Section 2. If any section, phrase, sentence, or portion of this Ordinance is for
any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such

portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and such

holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.
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Section 3. This City Commission finds and determines that all formal actions of
this City Commission concerning and relating to the passage of this Ordinance were
taken in an open meeting of this City Commission and that all deliberations of this City
Commission and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions were in
meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 4. That for the reasons set forth in the preamble hereto, this Ordinance is
hereby declared to be an emergency measure which shall take immediate effect in
accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter after its adoption and due authentication

ITEM FOR CONSIDERATION: An Ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into an
intergovernmental agreement with Margaretta Township for the City of Sandusky Fleet Maintenance
Division to perform routine maintenance and repairs for the Margaretta Township Fire Department.

BACKGROUND INFORMAION: The City of Sandusky and the Margaretta Township Fire Department
realize that with the current economic condition and dwindling revenues, the need for cooperation is the
best solution to continue to provide the level of services the citizens expect. The City of Sandusky Fleet
Maintenance Division will provide routine maintenance and repairs to the extent of its available excess
capacity up to 125 hours and subject to the City of Sandusky priorities as required to maintain the City of
Sandusky’s own vehicles. In March of 2010, the City of Sandusky entered into a similar agreement with
the City of Huron to perform routine maintenance and repairs, and again in 2011. The maintenance
agreement has proven to be successful by allowing the City of Huron Fire Department vehicles to be well
maintained and the City of Sandusky to generate revenue to supplement the General Fund. It is
recommended that the City enter into an agreement with Margaretta Township for maintenance and
repairs services for the period of July 1, 2012, through June 30, 2013. The current list of vehicles
requiring service for the Margaretta Township Fire Department is attached to the agreement as Exhibit A.

BUDGETARY INFORMATION: No general fund money will be required for this agreement. The City of
Sandusky will charge the Margaretta Township Fire Department $64.00 per hour for labor in quarterly
increments.

ACTION REQUESTED: Legislation approving the intergovernmental agreement between The City of
Sandusky and Margaretta Township for the City of Sandusky Fleet Maintenance Division to perform
routine maintenance and repairs for the Margaretta Township Fire Department. It is also requested that
the legislation to be passed under the suspension of the rules in accordance with section 14 of the City
Charter in order to execute the agreement as soon as possible as the Margaretta Township's Fire
Department currently has vehicles requiring maintenance.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH MARGARETTA TOWNSHIP TO
PROVIDE ROUTINE MAINTENANCE SERVICE & REPAIRS FOR MARGARETTA
TOWNSHIP'S FIRE DEPARTMENT VEHICLES BEGINNING JULY 1, 2012 THROUGH
JUNE 30, 2013; AND DECLARING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE
IMMEDIATE EFFECT IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 14 OF THE CITY CHARTER.

WHEREAS, the City of Sandusky and Margaretta Township Fire Department
realize with the current economic conditions and dwindling revenues the need for
cooperation between governmental entities is the best solution to continue to provide
the level of services the citizens expect; and

WHEREAS, the City of Sandusky and Margaretta Township acknowledge that in
the spirit of intergovernmental cooperation and the encouragement of a regional
approach to provide certain services when the means for such cooperative effort are
available and result in a cost savings; and

WHEREAS, the City of Sandusky's Fleet Maintenance Department currently has
a limited amount of excess capacity to provide routine maintenance service and repairs
for Margaretta Township's Fire Department vehicles and will provide the routine
maintenance service and repairs to the extent of its available excess capacity and
subject to the City of Sandusky priorities as required to maintain the City of Sandusky's
own vehicles; and

WHEREAS, this Ordinance should be passed as an emergency measure under
suspension of the rules in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter in order to
execute the agreement for the period of July 1, 2012, through June 30, 2013, as soon
as possible as Margaretta Township's Fire Department currently has vehicles requiring
maintenance; and

WHEREAS, in that it is deemed necessary in order to provide for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, property, health, and safety of the City of Sandusky,
Ohio, and its citizens, and to provide for the efficient daily operation of the Municipal
Departments, including the General Services Department of the City of Sandusky, Ohio,
the City Commission of the City of Sandusky, Ohio finds that an emergency exists
regarding the aforesaid, and that it is advisable that this Ordinance be declared an
emergency measure which will take immediate effect in accordance with Section 14 of
the City Charter upon its adoption; and NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF SANDUSKY, OHIO,
THAT:

Section 1. This City Commission hereby approves and authorizes the execution of
an Intergovernmental Agreement with Margaretta Township to provide routine
maintenance service & repairs for Margaretta Township's Fire Department vehicles for
the period of July 1, 2012, through June 30, 2013, substantially in the same form as
attached to this Ordinance, marked Exhibit “1”, and specifically incorporated as if fully
rewritten herein, together with any revisions or additions as are approved by the Law
Director as not being substantially adverse to the City and consistent with carrying out the
terms of this Ordinance.

ITEM FOR CONSIDERATION: An Ordinance authorizing the City Manager to enter into an
intergovernmental agreement with the City of Huron for the City of Sandusky Fleet Maintenance Division
to perform routine maintenance and repairs for the City of Huron Fire Department.

In 2011, the Fleet Maintenance Division used
approximately 128.5 labor hours to maintain the City Of Huron's Fire Department Vehicles for a total of
$7,506.00 paid to the City of Sandusky as shown in Exhibit A, and attached to this communication. It is
recommended that the City enter into another Agreement with the City of Huron for maintenance and
repairs services for the period of July 1, 2012, through June 30, 2013.

BUDGETARY INFORMATION: No general fund money will be required for this agreement. The City of
Sandusky will charge the City of Huron Fire Department $64.00 per hour for labor in quarterly increments.

ACTION REQUESTED: Legislation approving the intergovernmental agreement between The City of
Sandusky and The City of Huron for the City of Sandusky Fleet Maintenance Division to perform routine
maintenance and repairs for the City of Huron Fire Department. It is also requested that the legislation to
be passed under the suspension of the rules in accordance with section 14 of the City Charter in order to
execute the agreement as soon as possible as the City of Huron's Fire Department routinely has vehicles
requiring maintenance.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Every year the Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) makes funds
available for the reimbursement of purchased bulletproof vests up to 50%. The Sandusky Police
Department (SPD) replaces vests on a yearly basis and this year anticipates replacing seven (7)
vests that are nearing the end of their useful life (estimated at 5 years) and in addition purchasing
thirteen (13) vests for new hires over the next 2 years for a total of twenty (20) vests. These vests
are personally fitted for each officer and purchased through the Cooperative Purchasing Program
allowing local political subdivisions to purchase items that have been competitively bid from the
successful state vendor giving the City the benefit of the State's negotiated price and eliminating the
necessity of formal bidding. The vests are also American made and meet the National Institute of
Justice (NIJ) standards as required by the Bulletproof Vest Partnership (BVP) Program.

BUDGETARY INFORMATION: The total cost of the twenty (20) vests is estimated at $12, 950.00
which will be paid with funds allocated from the Police Department's operating budget. If funds are
awarded, the Bulletproof Vest Partnership Program will reimburse the City up to 50% of the total cost
of vests purchased and delivered.

ACTION REQUESTED: It is requested that legislation be prepared to allow for the approval of the
submission of a grant application to the U.S. Department of Justice Assistant (BJA) for the purchase
of Bulletproof Vest. Itis further requested that this be passed in accordance with Section 14 of the
City Charter to meet the grant submission deadline of June 27, 2012.
