Budget Impact: The cost of these acquisitions will be approximately $1,900 in title fees, title insurance, escrow fees,
deed preparation, closing costs and transfer fees, but upon sale the purchaser(s) shall be required to pay these costs and
the city will recoup them. The taxing districts will not collect the delinquent taxes, assessments, penalties and interest
currently due and owing in the amount of $91,388.47, of which $60,058.37 is owed to the city for assessments.
However, by returning this abandoned nonproductive land to tax producing status, the taxing districts will begin
collecting approximately $1,054.32 yearly in real estate taxes and assessments, which will eventually increase with
development of the vacant lands.

Any such costs shall be included in the sale price of the nonproductive land and will be recouped
by the city upon sale. The purchaser shall pay the real estate transfer tax, if any, and recording fees upon purchase.
Development and use of this nonproductive land for its intended purpose will enhance property values and the taxing
districts will once again begin collecting real property taxes.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE CITY MANAGER AND/OR FINANCE
DIRECTOR TO MAKE PAYMENT TO THE FIRELANDS REGIONAL MEDICAL CENTER AND
TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND FIRELANDS REGIONAL
MEDICAL CENTER; AND DECLARING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE IMMEDIATE
EFFECT IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 14 OF THE CITY CHARTER.

WHEREAS, Firelands Regional Medical Center is an acute care facility providing
medical services in the Sandusky, Ohio, area; and

WHEREAS, the City has a Police Department that provides services in the
Sandusky, Ohio, area, and as a result it is necessary, from time to time, for Firelands
Regional Medical Center to provide medical services to persons who are under arrest
and in the custody of the City's Police Department or its officers; and

WHEREAS, Firelands Regional Medical Center has agreed to accept the sum of
$20,000.00 covering the period of CY 2007 through August 31, 2010, for medical
services provided to certain individuals who were under arrest and in the custody of
the City's Police Department; and

WHEREAS, the City and Firelands Regional Medical Center desire to set forth
the terms and conditions for the payment for those persons who are under arrest and
in the custody of the City's Police Department or its officers, as is required by the
Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, this legislation should be passed as an emergency measure under
suspension of the rules in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter in order to
make immediate payment to Firelands Regional Medical Center for medical services
rendered and to approve and authorize the execution of the agreement between the
City and Firelands Regional Medical Center which sets forth the terms and conditions
for the payment of these services in the future; and

WHEREAS, in that it is deemed necessary in order to provide for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, property, health, and safety of the City of Sandusky,
Ohio, and its citizens, and to provide for the efficient daily operation of the Municipal
Departments, including the Police Department of the City of Sandusky, Ohio, the City
Commission of the City of Sandusky, Ohio, finds that an emergency exists regarding the
aforesaid, and that it is advisable that this Ordinance be declared an emergency
measure which will take immediate effect in accordance with Section 14 of the City
Charter upon its adoption; and NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF SANDUSKY, OHIO, THAT:

Section 1. This City Commission approves and authorizes the Finance Director
to make payment of $20,000.00 to the Firelands Regional Medical Center for medical
services provided to certain individuals who were under arrest and in the custody of
the City's Police Department or its officers as payment in full for the period of CY
2007 through August 31, 2010.

Section 2. This City Commission approves the form of the agreement between
the City and Firelands Regional Medical Center and authorizes and directs the City
Manager to execute the agreement substantially in the same form as contained in a
copy marked Exhibit "A" which is attached to this Ordinance and is specifically

incorporated as if fully rewritten herein together with any revisions or additions as
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are approved by the Law Director as not being adverse to the City and as being
consistent with carrying out the terms of this Ordinance.

Section 3. If any section, phrase, sentence, or portion of this Ordinance is for
any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction,
such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and
such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.

Section 4. This City Commission finds and determines that all formal actions of
this City Commission concerning and relating to the passage of this Ordinance were
taken in an open meeting of this City Commission and that all deliberations of this
City Commission and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions
were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 5. That for the reasons set forth in the preamble hereto, this
Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure which shall take
immediate effect in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter after its adoption
and due authentication by the President and the Clerk of the City Commission of the

City of Sandusky, Ohio.

ITEM FOR CONSIDERATION: Legislation requesting approval for the City Manager
to accept eight (8) parcels of tax delinquent nonproductive land situated within
the City of Sandusky through the City of Sandusky’s Land Reutilization Program for
the purpose of facilitating reutilization of the nonproductive land. The parcels are
vacant lots that will be acquired by foreclosure, forfeiture or a gift of deed in lieu
of foreclosure. The parcels will be placed in the Land Reutilization Inventory until
sold.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Pursuant to Ordinance No. 07-026 passed June 11,
2007, the City is conducting a Land Reutilization Program in accordance with the
provisions of Chapter 5722 of the Ohio Revised Code to acquire vacant and
abandoned tax delinquent property with the future goal of productive reuse of the
land. The City's ability to assemble land for reuse and redevelopment is critical to
stabilizing and rebuilding Sandusky’s neighborhoods and is necessary for
neighborhood revitalization.

The goal of the City of Sandusky’s Land Reutilization Program is to return vacant
and abandoned tax delinquent property to productive use that benefits the
community. If a property is not producing tax revenues, less money is collected
and available for enhancements back in to the community. Also, because the
property is abandoned, it is not maintained and often becomes an illegal dumping
ground. The City spends thousands of dollars a year maintaining weeds and
nuisance conditions on abandoned properties. By returning the property back to a
long-term tax producing status, more revenue is generated and available for
community improvements and the City will not have to expend funds to maintain
it.

The eight (8) parcels requested for acquisition have been deemed to be necessary
and/or beneficial to the Land Reutilization Program efforts and approved by the
following quorum of the Land Bank Committee:

Carrie Handy - Chief Planner

Julie Farrar - City Commissioner

Charlie Sams - Acting Chief of Police
Kathy McKillips - Deputy Engineer

Scott Miller - Director of General Services

The City will assume possession and control of the parcels of nonproductive land
which will be deposited in the City’s Land Reutilization Inventory. The City will
receive title free and clear of all liens and encumbrances except easements and
covenants of record running with the land. The County Auditor will remove from



the tax lists and duplicates all taxes, assessments, charges, penalties, and interest
that are due and payable on the land at the time of sale to the City. All lands
acquired and held in the Land Reutilization Inventory are deemed to be real
property used for a public purpose and are exempt from taxation until sold.

The eight (8) parcels are nonproductive vacant lots that will be acquired by
foreclosure or a gift of deed in lieu of foreclosure and placed in the Land
Reutilization Inventory to be acquired by the adjoining property owners for yard
expansion or marketed for future development. The Lawrence Street parcel has
been offered to the City as a gift of deed in lieu of foreclosure and is an
unbuildable lot that will be offered to the adjoining property owners for yard
expansion. The parcel located at 319 E. Jefferson Street will be acquired through
foreclosure and will be combined with the adjoining vacant lot in order to form a
buildable parcel for development of a single-family home by Habitat for Humanity.
The Forest Street parcel (58-62723.000) has been forfeited to the State of Ohio
and is currently tax exempt. The other Forest Street parcel (58-02489.000) will be
acquired by gift of deed in lieu of foreclosure. Both parcels are located in the
Southside Acquisition Zone and will be marketed for future development. The four
(4) parcels located on Fourth Street will be acquired through foreclosure and have
been requested by the adjoining property owner, Porter Memorial CME Church.
The parcels are located in an area of the City zoned as Commercial Service and
cannot be developed for residential use. The Church would like to acquire the
property in order to expand parking for church services and to build a
multipurpose shelter structure. If this Resolution is approved, a request for
approval of separate Ordinances to enter into a purchase agreement for the sale of
each of the parcels will be presented to the City Commission for approval at a
future date.

BUDGET IMPACT: The cost of these acquisitions will be approximately $1,900 in
title fees, title insurance, escrow fees, deed preparation, closing costs and
transfer fees, but upon sale the purchaser(s) shall be required to pay these costs
and the City will recoup them. The taxing districts will not collect the delinquent
taxes, assessments, penalties and interest currently due and owing in the amount
of $91,388.47, of which $60,058.37 is owed to the City for assessments. However,
by returning this abandoned nonproductive land to tax producing status, the taxing
districts will begin collecting approximately $1,054.32 yearly in real estate taxes
and assessments, which will eventually increase with development of the vacant
lots.

ACQUISITION INTO THE LAND REUTILIZATION PROGRAM.

ITEMS FOR CONSIDERATION: The purpose of this communication is to request
approval of legislation allowing the City Manager to execute a ‘Purchase
Agreement’ and sale of non-productive land that the City has acquired through
the City of Sandusky’s Land Reutilization Program located on Anderson Street
Extension, Sandusky, Ohio, and identified as Erie County Parcel Nos. 56-
00716.000 and 56-00717.000, which are no longer needed for any municipal
purpose.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Pursuant to Ordinance No. 07-026 passed June
11, 2007, the City is conducting a Land Reutilization Program in accordance
with the provisions of Chapter 5722 of the Ohio Revised Code. The City has
acquired this nonproductive land by a gift of deed in lieu of foreclosure from
the prior property owners. The City of Sandusky’s Land Reutilization Policies
and Procedures facilitate reutilization of nonproductive land situated within the
City of Sandusky and supports neighborhood revitalization and promotes
residential and economic development. The Property is located in an area
zoned Commercial Recreation and are partial water lots best suited for boat
dockage and/or construction of a boathouse. A Request for Proposals was
issued for the sale of the nonproductive land by competitive bidding through a
sealed bid process. The members of City staff designated by the City’s Policy
for the Sale or Lease of Real Property Owned by the City reviewed the bids and
determined that Edward Ruthsatz is the responsible bidder who poses the best
opportunity for the City to achieve the highest and most certain return for the
Property by utilizing the Property for its intended purpose. The Land Bank
Administrator has verified that Mr. Ruthsatz qualifies pursuant to the
requirements of the Land Reutilization Policies and Procedures. .

BUDGET IMPACT: The cost associated with this purchase agreement is the
total amount of the title examination, title insurance policy, deed preparation




and escrow fees charged by the title company acting as escrow agent for the
sale and purchase transaction. Any such costs shall be included in the sale
price of the nonproductive land and will be recouped by the City upon sale.
The Purchaser shall pay the real estate transfer tax, if any, and recording fees
upon purchase. Development and use of this nonproductive land for its
intended purpose will enhance property values and the taxing districts will
once again begin collecting real property taxes.

ACTION REQUESTED: It is requested legislation be adopted allowing the City
Manager to enter into a purchase agreement and to sell the property no longer
needed for any municipal purpose located on Anderson Street Extension,
Sandusky, Ohio, and identified as Erie County Parcel Nos. 56-00716.000 and 56-
00717.000 to Edward Ruthsatz. It is further requested that the legislation be
passed under suspension of the rules and in full accordance with Section 14 of
the City Charter in order to promptly execute the closing with the escrow
agent.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY AS
PART OF THE LAND REUTILIZATION PROGRAM IDENTIFIED AS PARCEL NOS. 56-
00716.000 AND 56-00717.000, LOCATED ON ANDERSON STREET EXTENSION ARE
NO LONGER NEEDED FOR ANY MUNICIPAL PURPOSE AND AUTHORIZING THE
EXECUTION OF A PURCHASE AGREEMENT WITH RESPECT TO THAT REAL PROPERTY;
AND DECLARING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE IMMEDIATE EFFECT IN
ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 14 OF THE CITY CHARTER.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 07-026 passed June 11, 2007, the City is
conducting a Land Reutilization Program in accordance with the provisions of Chapter
5722 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, the City has acquired Erie County Parcel Nos. 56-00716.000 and 56-
00717.000, located on Anderson Street Extension, under said Land Reutilization
Program, which property is more specifically described in Exhibit “A” (the
“Property””) attached to a certain Purchase Agreement, a copy of which is marked
Exhibit “1” with respect thereto (the “Purchase Agreement”), which property is no
longer needed for any municipal purposes; and

WHEREAS, the City of Sandusky’s Land Reutilization Policies and Procedures
facilitate reutilization of nonproductive land situated within the City of Sandusky and
supports neighborhood revitalization and development within the City; and

WHEREAS, the City of Sandusky issued a Request for Proposals and received
sealed proposals for the sale of the property and members of City staff designated by
the City's Policy for the Sale or Lease of Real Property Owned by the City reviewed
the bids; and

WHEREAS, the Property is zoned Commercial Recreation and is intended to
be utilized for boat dockage and Edward Ruthsatz is the responsible bidder who poses
the best opportunity for the City to achieve the highest and most certain return for
the property by utilizing the Property for its intended purpose and has agreed to
enter into a Purchase Agreement with the City to purchase the Property at the
purchase price set forth therein and the proceeds from such sale shall be, and are
hereby appropriated to be, applied and distributed pursuant to the provisions of
Section 5722.08 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, this legislation should be passed as an emergency measure under
suspension of the rules in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter in order to
promptly execute the closing with the escrow agent; and

WHEREAS, in that it is deemed necessary in order to provide for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, property, health, and safety of the City of Sandusky,
Ohio, and its citizens, and to provide for the efficient daily operation of the Municipal
Departments of the City of Sandusky, Ohio, the City Commission of the City of
Sandusky, Ohio finds that an emergency exists regarding the aforesaid, and that it is
advisable that this Ordinance be declared an emergency measure which will take
immediate effect in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter upon its adoption;
and NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF SANDUSKY, OHIO, THAT:
Section 1. This City Commission finds, determines and declares that the

Property, Parcel Nos. 56-00716.000 and 56-00717.000 located on Anderson Street

Extension, Sandusky, more specifically described in Exhibit "A", a copy of which is

attached to this Ordinance and is specifically incorporated as if fully rewritten herein,
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are no longer needed for any municipal purpose and that the execution of the Purchase
Agreement providing for the sale, pursuant to Section 25 of the Charter of this City, to
the Purchasers of the Property at the purchase price set forth in the Purchase
Agreement, is in the economic interest of the City and in furtherance of the City’s Land
Reutilization Program referenced in those preambles in accordance with the provisions
of Chapter 5722 of the Ohio Revised Code. The City Manager is hereby authorized and
directed to execute the Purchase Agreement on behalf of the City, substantially in the
same form as attached to this Ordinance, marked Exhibit “1”, and specifically
incorporated as if fully rewritten herein, together with any revisions or additions as are
approved by the Law Director as not being substantially adverse to the City and
consistent with carrying out the City’s public purpose. Upon the exercise by the
Purchasers to purchase the Property pursuant to that Purchase Agreement, the City
Manager is also hereby authorized and directed on behalf of the City to execute a quit
claim deed conveying the Property to the Purchasers, which quit claim deed shall be in
a form satisfactory to the Law Director. The City Manager, Law Director, Finance
Director, and other City officials, as appropriate, are each hereby authorized to
execute and deliver such instruments, certificates and other documents and take such
actions as are necessary and in the best interests of the City in order to carry out and
consummate the foregoing actions authorized by this Ordinance.

Section 2. If any section, phrase, sentence, or portion of this Ordinance is for
any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction,
such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and
such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions thereof.

Section 3. This City Commission finds and determines that all formal actions of
this City Commission concerning and relating to the passage of this Ordinance were
taken in an open meeting of this City Commission and that all deliberations of this
City Commission and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions
were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 4. That for the reasons set forth in the preamble hereto, this Ordinance

is hereby declared to be an emergency measure which shall take immediate effect in
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accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter after its adoption and due
authentication by the President and the Clerk of the City Commission of the City of

Sandusky, Ohio.

PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into this _ day of September,
2010, by and between the City of Sandusky, Erie County, Ohio, a Municipal
Corporation, 222 Meigs Street, Sandusky, Ohio and Edward Ruthsatz, 419
Bardwell Road, Castalia, Ohio 44824 hereinafter referred to as the

“Purchaser”.

WITNESSETH:

In consideration of the premises and the mutual promises and covenants
hereinafter contained, the parties do hereby agree as follows:

1. The Seller agrees to sell to the Purchaser and the Purchaser
agrees to purchase from the Seller, two (2) unimproved parcels of real property
located on Anderson Street Extension, known as Erie County Permanent Parcel
Numbers 56-00716.000 and 56-00717.000, Sandusky, Ohio, more fully described
in the property descriptions marked Exhibit “A” and attached hereto.

2. The purchase price for each parcel is seven thousand dollars
($7,000) for a total of fourteen thousand dollars ($14,000) and shall be paid in
cash, certified check or cashier’s check made payable to Seller.

3. Seller shall furnish to Purchaser a quit claim deed conveying to
Purchaser all of the Seller’s interest in the Property. Purchaser shall pay all of
the taxes and assessments due and payable after the date of closing.

4. Seller shall not furnish title insurance. Title insurance shall be
available and optional for the Purchaser to purchase at their sole discretion
from the escrow agent.

5. The closing date of this transaction shall be no later than

, 2010 or at such other time as may be mutually agreed upon,

in writing, by the parties. The escrow agent herein shall be Southern Title of
Ohio, 416 W. Market Street, Sandusky, Ohio 44870. All funds and documents
required to close this transaction shall be deposited with said escrow agent on

or before closing date. An executed counterpart of this Agreement shall be
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deposited with the escrow agent by the Purchaser and this Agreement shall
serve as the escrow instructions. The escrow agent may attach its standard
conditions of acceptance thereto; provided, however, that in the event such
standard conditions are inconsistent or in conflict with the terms of this
Agreement, this Agreement shall control.

6. The Seller and the Purchaser represent that no real estate broker
or agent was involved in this transaction and that no brokerage fees,
commissions, or other compensation is due any real estate broker or agent
because of this transaction.

7. On the closing date, the escrow agent shall file for record the
deed, and any other instruments, if any, required to be recorded pursuant to
this Agreement and thereupon deliver to each of the parties, the funds and
documents to which they shall be respectively entitled, together with its
escrow statement.

8. In closing this transaction, the escrow agent shall charge the

Purchaser with the following costs of this transaction:

a. Preparation of a quit claim deed,;
b. Escrow fees, if any;
C. Filing fees;
d. Title insurance, at the sole option of the Purchaser.
9. Purchaser shall be entitled to possession of the premises upon the

closing of this transaction.

10. The Purchaser has examined the premises, has had the
opportunity to fully inspect and ask questions about conditions of the same,
and acknowledges that they are accepting the property “AS IS” subject to no
warranties as of the date of the execution of this Agreement and that there
have been no representations by the Seller as to the condition of this property.

11. In the event that the Purchaser breaches this Agreement by not
closing this transaction on or before , 2010, earnest money deposited,

if any, shall be immediately paid to the Seller, which payment may be treated
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as liguidated damages (the precise amount of damages being difficult or
impossible to ascertain).

12.  This Agreement sets forth the entire understanding between the
parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and no agreements or
understandings nor any representations concerning the same shall be binding
upon the parties unless specifically set forth herein.

13.  This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts each
of, which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute
one and the same instruments.

14.  This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
Seller and Purchaser and their respective heirs, legal representative, and

assigns.

ITEM FOR CONSIDERATION: A Resolution approving the submission of applications for

a Brownfields Assessment Grant and a Revolving Loan Fund Grant from the US
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA).

The City of Sandusky’s Brownfield Committee worked to create a plan to guide City
brownfield work. The plan was shared with the Manager’'s Brownfield Oversight Team,
and the USEPA oversight coordinator, Karla Auker. As a result of this planning effort,
these two grant opportunities were identified.

The USEPA provides pairs of grants for assessment of hazardous and petroleum
contaminated properties. The City of Sandusky has previously received two of these
paired grants. With the previous grants, the City has performed Phase |
assessments, Phase Il assessments and had Remedial Actions Plans written. With
a new pair of assessment grants ($200,000 each) the City will be able to continue
with its Brownfield redevelopment plan, continuing work on its Brownfield priority list.
Potential work to be continued under these grants could include a pilot clean-up
project for the coal tar plume, along with assistance to local businesses who wish to
perform Phase | and Phase Il assessments.

With the USEPA Revolving Loan Fund Grant, the City could potentially receive
$1,000,000. Half of this must be used to establish an on-going revolving loan fund.
This fund would be used to provide low interest loans to property owners wishing to
clean up sites for redevelopment. The remaining half of the grant can be used to
provide sub-grants for clean-up work.

The Assessment grant applications will respond to EPA Funding Opportunity
Number: EPA-OSWER-OBLR-10-09.



The Revolving Loan Fund grant application will respond to EPA Funding Opportunity
Number: EPA-OSWER-OBLR-10-10.

BUDGETARY INFORMATION: There is expected to be no significant impact on the
General Fund. The USEPA Assessment grants require no matching dollars. The RLF
grant requires a 20% match over 5 years, which may be supplied by in-kind work, CDBG
funds, or interest earned from the monies loaned out. The grant applications will be
prepared by a combination of staff and consultant efforts. The consultant efforts will be
charged to the Battery Park Marina TIF.

ACTION REQUESTED: It is recommended that a Resolution approving the submission of
two grant applications to USEPA be passed in accordance with Section 14 of the City
Charter in order to meet the October 15, 2010, deadline for the application submissions.

Proposals sent electronically through grants.gov
must be received by www.grants.gov by 11:59 p.m. Eastern Time on October 13,
2010. Please refer to Section IV.B, Due Date and Mailing Instructions, for further
instructions.

SUMMARY: The Small Business Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act
(“Brownfields Law”, P.L. 107-118) requires the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) to publish guidance to assist applicants in preparing proposals for
grants to assess and clean up brownfield sites. EPA’s Brownfields Program
provides funds to empower states, communities, tribes, and nonprofits to prevent,
inventory, assess, clean up, and reuse brownfield sites. EPA provides brownfields
funding for three types of grants:

1. Brownfields Assessment Grants — provides funds to inventory, characterize,
assess, and conduct planning (including cleanup planning) and community
involvement related to brownfield sites.

2. Brownfields Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) Grants — provides funds for a grant
recipient to capitalize a revolving fund and to make loans and provide
subgrants to carry out cleanup activities at brownfield sites.

3. Brownfields Cleanup Grants — provides funds to carry out cleanup activities at
a specific brownfield site owned by the applicant.

Under these guidelines, EPA is seeking proposals for Assessment Grants only. If
you are interested in requesting funding for RLF and/or Cleanup Grants, please
refer to announcement EPA-OSWER-OBLR-10-10 (RLF Grant guidelines) and



EPA-OSWER-OBLR-10-11 (Cleanup Grant guidelines) posted separately on
www.orants.eov and www.epa.cov/brownfields.

For the purposes of these guidelines, the term “grant” refers to the cooperative
agreement that EPA will award to a successful applicant. Please refer to Section
[1.C for a description of EPA’s anticipated substantial involvement in the financial
assistance agreements awarded under these guidelines.

FUNDING/AWARDS: The total funding available under the national competition for
assessment, cleanup, and RLF grants is estimated at $92.9 million. EPA must expend 25 percent
of the amount appropriated for brownfields grants on sites contaminated with petroleum. EPA
anticipates awarding an estimated 343 grants among all three grant types. Under this
announcement, EPA anticipates awarding an estimated 185 assessment grants for an
estimated $52.4 million.
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SECTION I - FUNDING OPPORTUNITY DESCRIPTION

The Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA or the
Superfund law) was amended by the Small Business Liability Relief and Brownfields
Revitalization Act (Brownfields Law) to include section 104(k), which provides federal financial
assistance for brownfields revitalization, including grants for assessment, cleanup, and RLF.

A brownfield site is defined as real property, the expansion, redevelopment, or reuse of which
may be complicated by the presence or potential presence of hazardous substances, pollutants,
contaminants, controlled substances, petroleum or petroleum products, or is mine-scarred land.

As described in Section V of this announcement, proposals will be evaluated based, among other
factors, on the extent to which the applicant demonstrates: economic and environmental needs of
the targeted communities; a vision for the reuse and redevelopment of brownfield sites and the
capability to achieve that vision; reasonable and eligible tasks; partnerships and leveraged
resources necessary to complete the project; and economic, environmental, health, and social
benefits associated with the reuse and redevelopment of brownfield sites. Please note that under
the 2012 competitions, applicants who have completed area-wide plans may receive additional
consideration under the evaluation factors.

I.A. Description of Grant

Assessment grants provide funding for developing inventories of brownfields, prioritizing sites,
conducting community involvement activities, and conducting site assessments and cleanup
planning related to brownfield sites. Assessment grant funds may not be used to conduct



cleanups. Assessment grants for individual applicants can be either community-wide or site-
specific. Community-wide proposals are appropriate when a specific site is not identified and the
applicant plans to spend grant funds on more than one brownfield in its community. Site-specific
proposals are appropriate when a specific site has been identified and the applicant plans to
spend grant funds on this one site only. The performance period for assessment grants is three
years. For a complete list of grant and programmatic requirements refer to Section VI.

L.

Community-Wide Assessment Grants

For community-wide proposals, applicants may request up to $200,000 from the
hazardous substances funding' for sites with potential contamination of hazardous
substances, pollutants or contaminants and up to $200,000 from the petroleum funding’
for sites with potential petroleum contamination. Applicants may either combine requests
for hazardous substances funding and petroleum funding into one proposal if both types
of funding will address the same target community, for a total not to exceed $400,000; or
applicants may submit separate proposals requesting up to $200,000 each for hazardous
substances and petroleum funding. An applicant that submits a combined community-
wide assessment grant proposal or two separate community-wide assessment grant
proposals may also apply for a site-specific assessment grant.

Site-Specific Assessment Grants

For site-specific proposals, applicants may request up to $200,000 to address hazardous
substances' or petroleum contamination” at a specified site. Applicants can apply for only
one site-specific assessment grant. Site-specific assessment proposals must respond to the
site eligibility threshold criteria in section I11.C.3 appropriate to the contamination at the
site. If the site has both hazardous substance and petroleum contamination and the
hazardous substance and petroleum-contaminated areas of the site are distinguishable, the
proposal must address both eligibility criteria and indicate the dollar amount of funding
requested for each type of contamination. If the petroleum and hazardous substances are
not easily distinguishable, the applicant must indicate which contaminant is predominant
based on available information and respond to the appropriate site eligibility criteria.
(Contact your Regional Coordinator listed in Section VII for more information). Note
that an applicant cannot propose an alternate site if the site identified in the
proposal is determined by EPA to be ineligible for brownfields funding. Applicants
may request a waiver of the $200,000 limit and request up to $350,000 for a single site
based on the anticipated level of contamination, size, or status of ownership of the site.
Applicants requesting a waiver must attach a one-page justification for the waiver
request. Further pages will not be considered. The justification should include a
description of the extent of contamination at the site, the size of the site, and the reasons

ITEM _FOR CONSIDERATION: Resolution of Necessity for the Eastside and Westside
Interceptors Cleaning Project. This project will clean the sewer interceptors west of the
Wastewater Treatment Plant to Monroe Street and eastward towards Farwell Street. This
project is heeded in order to gain full capacity in the interceptors which will also help decrease
CSO quantity. The additional capacity will be reflected in the overall system-wide modeling
study that is necessary to determine the future needs of the collection system. The modeling
will need to begin as soon as the expansion project is completed. With the expansion to 42
million gallons, including the additional 6 million gallons of capacity that was added at the
request of the Ohio EPA, the need for equalization basins on the west and east side
interceptors is questionable with the expansion of the sewer plant completed. The study will be
used to determine if equalization basins are necessary, and if so, what size. The basins are
currently a requirement in the City’s General Plan for the consent order.

But, before any system study is undertaken, the interceptors must be cleaned and video
recorded. After the cleaning project is completed, a second project will be required to perform
any necessary repairs, replacements, lining, etc. which is determined to be required from the
televising of the sewers.

BUDGETARY INFORMATION: The total estimated project cost including engineering,
inspection, advertising and miscellaneous expenses is $1,026,800.00. The City will receive
federal funds from a discretionary earmark for $550,000.00 (55% of construction cost) from the
USEPA. The City’s share (45% of construction cost plus other costs) is $476,800.00, to be paid
with Sewer Funds.

ACTION REQUESTED: It is recommended that the proposed Eastside and Westside
Interceptors Cleaning Project be approved and that the necessary legislation be passed under
suspension of the rules and in accordance with Section 14 of the City Charter in order to bid the
project, receive competitive prices and complete the project before the expansion work is
completed and prior to wet weather issues that may prove to be cumbersome to the contractor.
